Format: intensive 6-day course (8.30 am – 5.30 pm) June 22-27, and two optional days June 29 -30.
- Morning session: 4 lectures including fundamental and practical aspects in one given area of myology.

- Early-afternoon session : Interactive workshops : case studies, muscle imaging, myogenetics…

- Late-afternoon session : plenary lecture on a more general topic by a guest speaker.
- optional days: mix of lectures and hands-on sessions in a group of 7-8 attendees coached by one faculty.
Certificate and Credits: a certificate of attendance and 7 CME points will be granted for those completing the main 6-day teaching course. 

Faculties: mainly from the Institut de Myologie of Paris and from abroad as well. 
Scientific committee: J.A. Urtizberea, N.B. Romero, E. Malfatti, G. Bonne, P. Richard, O. Benveniste.
Official language: English. 

Registration fee: EUR 500. 
Covers the 6 first days of the course with all teaching materials (including most lectures in PDF with the exception of muscle slides showed during interactive workshops), coffee breaks and midday luncheons.
Special rates apply for attendees for low-income countries (250 EUR) and for industry staff (1,200 EUR).
An additional fee of EUR 150 applies for the two extra-days (June 29-30).

A fee is usually be requested for the Get Together (10 EUR per person, 30 EUR for accompanying persons).
